Key Findings in Georgia

1. Georgia Latinos’ top issues are largely consistent with Latinos across the country, and continue to be
dominated by pocketbook and economic conerns.

#1 Inflation: Food and basic necessities, housing/rent, and gas prices are the issues driving concerns

#2 Jobs: Better pay and concerns about job security top the concerns about jobs and economy

#3 Housing: Top concerns are lack of available and affordable rentals or homes for sale

#4 Immigration: Path to citizenship for undocumented immigrants brought to the US as children is the top concern

#5 Health care: The costs of insurance and prescription medication are the driving concerns for Latinos

2. On immigration, path to citizenship continues to remain among top priorities.

® Latino voters STRONGLY favor a path to citizenship for long-residing undocumented immigrants and Dreamers; of the
top 5 priorities, three relate to path to citizenship and protecting long-residing undocumented immigrants

®  With respect to enforcement, the priority is cracking down on human smugglers and drug traffickers (#4 overall;
increasing border security is #7).

®  Minimal support for any mass deportation plan

3. On abortion, by a 73% to 17% margin, Latinos in Georgia oppose making it illegal or taking that
decision away from others, no matter their own personal beliefs on the issue.



Key Findings in Georgia Continued:

3. On priority issues overall, Democrats are trusted over Republicans. However, more than a quarter of
Latino voters do not see either as a champion of their concerns, with 31% saying neither or both or don’t know
which party would be better at addressing their priority issue.

4. While the majority of Latinos in Georgia plan to vote, many have not made a firm commitment to do so.
Parties and campaigns should not miss the opportunity to engage with this large segment of the electorate.
 56% say they are certain they will vote
* 51% have not been contacted by either party or any campaign

« Early outreach is key: 18% plan to vote by mail, 42% early in person, and 40% on Election Day.

5. In 2024, 22% of Latinos in Georgia will be voting in their first Presidential election
* 18% for the first time in ANY federal election, and another 20% voted in 2020 for the first time

» 42% of Georgia’s Latino electorate is new since the race between Hillary Clinton and Donald Trump 2016

6. Vice President Harris holds a +31 point lead over former President Trump: 60% to 29%.
